She serves in multiple back-
stage capacities for the Theatre of Western Springs. She would 
love to thank her fiancé, Steve, for all of his support and help in 
honing her acting chops.

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RICHARD GANNON (Director/Scenic Designer) has been a 
member of Grove Players for 32 years and currently serves as 
the group’s President.  Rich has appeared in over 40 produc-
tions for area groups including Grove Players, The Summer 
Place, IBC Productions and Ad Hoc Theatre Co.  When not on 
stage, he has designed numerous shows including Close Ties, 
Oklahoma!, Pirates of Penzance, Dinner With Friends, and last 
year’s GP production of Lend Me A Tenor.  Rich met his wife, 
Nanci, during a GP production of Kiss Me, Kate!   He extends 
his heartfelt thanks to the entire cast and crew of Angel Street.  
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The original play was titled Gaslight in the UK in 1938, but 
opened on Broadway in 1941 as Angel Street. The opening 
cast on Broadway included Vincent Price as Mr. Manning-
ham, a role that kept him off movie screens for three years. 
Leo G. Carroll, a well-known English character actor por-
trayed Inspector Rough. The show ran for 1295 perform-
ances. The 1975 revival ran 52 performances, with Dina 
Merrill as Mrs. Manningham. 
 
Many movie versions have been done, with the BBC being 
the first by filming the stage play in 1939. A movie version of 
Gaslight appeared in the UK in 1940 and was also known as 
A Strange Case of Murder and as Angel Street in the US re-
lease.  The better known American version was released in 
1944 as Gaslight, with Charles Boyer and Ingrid Berman as 
the husband and wife (although their names were changed to 
Gregory and Paula in the movie). Joseph Cotton played the 
detective, and Angela Lansbury (making her film debut) 
played Nancy, the maid. Strangely enough, when the movie 
was released in the UK, it was titled Murder in Thornton 
Square. 
 
The 1944 movie cast was an international mix; Charles Boyer 
was born in France, Ingrid Bergman in Sweden, Angela 
Lansbury in England and Joseph Cotton in Virginia, directed 
by George Cukor, a New Yorker. Gaslight did well with the 
Academy Awards: Ingrid Bergman won Best Actress in a 
Leading Role and the film won Best Art Direction-Interior 
Decoration, Black-and-White.  There were also nominations 
for Charles Boyer for Best Actor in a Leading Role; Angela 
Lansbury for Best Actress in a Supporting Role; Best Cine-
matography, Black-and-White; Best Picture; and Best Writ-
ing, Screenplay. Ingrid Bergman also won the 1945 Golden 
Globe as Best Motion Picture Actress. 
 
Angel Street became a made-for-TV movie several times. A 
1957 United Kingdom production starred Peter Cushing as 
Mr. Manningham. You may recognize him as Grand Moff 
Tarking in Star Wars. 
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MARILYN LUDWIG (Producer) is pleased to be involved in her 
fifth show for Grove Players. She has been teaching theatre to 
Downers Grove school children for 30 years and finds that 
working with adults offers its own special challenges. Hooray to 
Rich and Michael for agreeing to produce the spring musical! 
Now all she needs is someone to produce the winter show. Op-
erators are standing by to accept your calls! 
 
DAVID DOCEKAL (Stage Manager) is enjoying working on his 
first show with Grove Players. He has spent most of his life in 
Downers Grove and graduated from South High in 2000. He is 
a theatre major at the College of DuPage. He plans to study 
baseball umpiring as well and will attend Major League Base-
ball Umpire Camp in Long Beach, California in November. 
When he is not in school or working, Dave enjoys photography, 
biking, and playing tennis. 
 
DEE BOZICH (Props/Set Dressing) has been a Grove Players 
member for two years, during which time she produced Joseph 
and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat and Seven Keys to 
Baldpate.

Dee was the Assistant Director/Stage 
Manager for A Summer Place’s To Kill a Mockingbird. She also 
produced Annie at St. Petronille School in Glen Ellyn. Dee en-
joys all aspects of community theatre.
